CHICAGO BOAT SHOW the surface of the water. This is an easy way to get a line

down deep without a lot of equipment. The downside is
that you have a lot of line out and with another 100 ft.
of leader between the lead-core and the lure, the fish
that is on the line is about 400 ft. or more behind the
boat. John Chalmers was the lucky guy who got to
crank in the steelhead on the end of that line. Aside
from the pull of the rod, you could see a fish leaping
somewhere back on the horizon and if you followed the
direction of the rod you knew that that was Johns fish
way over there in Indiana somewhere.

One of their mainstay instructors was also Frank
Shue. So, naturally, they wanted to honor Frank as
well and they also created a Shuemanship Award
with the same reverence that Evanston did.
However not only do they present the perpetual
trophy but they also have a smaller trophy that the
winner gets to keep.

Now you have a little bit of history about the award
and the Evanston North Shore Sail and Power
Squadron. By the way both Skokie Valley and Fox
Valley are spinoffs from Evanston.
